Ten intergenerational steps towards shared futures with the new government
One of the big challenges facing the new government is uniting younger and older people in age-segregated Britain. As the House of Commons meets, United for All Ages has issued a briefing for Parliamentarians and the new government about how action for all ages could change Britain. 
The briefing highlights the need for joined up government nationally and locally, focused on action on intergenerational care, housing, work, learning, health, sport and culture, technology, communities and security. It’s packed with ideas that would build a fairer, better Britain that is socially connected and economically just.

It comes with lots of prompts to generate intergenerational discussion and sharing of memories.
